We will continue to follow the balanced menus and policies that are provided as part of our Service Level Agreement with Northumberland County Council with some initial changes while Mrs Wardropper settles in. If you do decide for your child to change to a packed lunch please be reminded and to avoid being charged that a 7 day notice period is required.

Walking to and from school – 
[bookmark: _GoBack]If your child is in Year 5 or 6 and lives in the village and you wish for them to walk to school independently please inform Mr Charlton and the School Office as a disclaimer will need to be completed before they start. We were advised by NCC when we first started this that this should not be used for younger children and that these children should be picked up from their classroom (unless attending a club and a pick up point will be organised) and dropped off at the wooden gate at the front of school unless they are a 2 year old or 3 year old and a different drop off is required.
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
