Class 1 trip to Glendale Countryside Day, Wooler 

 

Dear Parents/Caregivers, 

We are really pleased to be able to confirm a school trip for Class 1 children on Thursday 4th 

June 2026, where we have been given a fantastic opportunity to attend this year’s Children’s 

Countryside Day at Wooler show field. 

The Children's Countryside Day aims to celebrate local heritage and culture by engaging the 

local community and showcases rural diversification of the Glendale area. Through the 

knowledge of sharing between exhibitors and children, they aim to explain where food 

comes from, how it is produced with an emphasis on giving a wider understanding of the 

countryside, the environment and the people who work in the rural economy.  

We will depart Whittingham at 9:00am and travel to the show field by bus and depart 

Wooler at 2:30pm in order to return in time for usual end of day arrangements. Children will 

need to be in school uniform but with sensible shoes, suitable for walking on grass. They will 

need to bring a water bottle, waterproof coat and a sun hat in a small rucksack that they are 

able to carry themselves. Children will also need to bring a packed lunch as we will be there 

all day.  

A small contribution paid via school money of £4.50 per child is welcomed to help towards 

the cost of the bus. A permission slip is not required as this is a local trip within school time 

and a trip permission slip was completed by parents at the start of the year. If you do not 

wish for your child to attend the trip, please contact Mrs Athey directly. 

If your child is in receipt of Pupil Premium free school meals and would like funding to be 

used to cover the cost of this trip or a packed lunch provided, please let the school office 

know by Friday 22nd May 2026.
