Pop Music



As its name suggests, pop music is a hugely popular music style around the world.



Pop as a genre of music emerged in 1960s UK and USA.



Although pop music as a genre has been recognised since the 1960s, it was used to describe several other genres of music since th 1930s.











Pop history

In the 1930s, the term ‘pop’ was used to describe the popular music of the time, swing (an upbeat form of jazz that people danced to).

1930s

A form of music called rock ‘n’ roll developed (mainly from blues) and was extremely popular and… you guessed it, this was called ‘pop’ by many.

1950s

Big bands (a combination of drums, double bass, saxophones, trumpets, trombones, piano and guitar were the typical big band set up) developed to be the new ‘pop’ music of the 1940s with artists such as Bing Crosby and Frank Sinatra being two of the most influential artists.

1940s















Pop history

This was the year that the music charts first referred to pop music. Even though music was being labelled as this, some of this ‘pop’ music was a mixture of rock ‘n’ roll, blues and soul.

1952

Much of pop music became connected with disco during the 1970s.

1970s

With the growing development of rock music, rock bands distanced themselves from the label of ‘pop’ in order to show how different their sound was. Meanwhile others didn’t - this was the first major evolution of pop becoming a genre of its own and it was very successful.

Pop history

1980s pop music was dominated by many solo artists such as Madonna, Michael Jackson and Kylie Minogue.

The development of television and music videos made it a huge industry.

1980s

Pop as a genre of music has sustained its popularity through its upbeat, dance feel that appeals to a wide audience and demographic.

Present

The 1990s saw the rise in popularity of pop groups, often referred to as boy bands or girl bands. These included groups such as The Spice Girls, Backstreet Boys and N-sync.

3. Clean the earpieces with a Stethoscope Germ Buster wipe.
