We have a number of schools in the Alnwick Partnership who are interested in playing in some football matches with the possibility of a tournament at the end of the season. 

Our first game will be played at St Michael’s next Thursday 27th September. Kick off will be around 3.30 – 3.45p.m.
Transport to the game will be provided (there will be no cost for this as we use the money from our Primary Sports Funding) but as we did last year to keep costs down please arrange for your child to be picked up at the end of the game (this should be no later than 4.30p.m.).

I am able to use the Code of Conduct’s that were signed last year so do not need these sent out and signed again. However, you may wish to refresh yourselves with the documentation (copies available on the website).

This will be an excellent opportunity for your daughter to gain experience and confidence as I have been able to enrol our girls in the ENSFA Under 11’s football league which is based in Morpeth!!!
We have been invited to take part in the ENSFA U11 Girls 7 a-side Danone Nations Qualifying Competition 7 a side tournament on Monday 1st October 4p.m. – 5.20p.m.  on the grass pitches at Chantry Middle School.

Transport will be provided to and from the above event (if you would like to come and watch please let me know). We will leave school at the end of the day. (Your child may wish to have a very light snack to have at the end of the school day and something to eat afterwards if they are likely to be hungry) and travel by mini bus to Chantry Middle School. 
We should return to Whittingham Village Hall car park on or before 5.50p.m.
Please ensure that your child has water bottle, waterproof, boots and shin pads on the day. They will be given a strip to wear on the day and to keep; to be worn for every match as I feel this will be much easier for everyone concerned.
