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Letters within words must not touch each other. The joining line helps 
to make sure there is a space between the letters. Joining lines can be 
diagonal or horizontal.

Read the root words. Add the suffixes  and  to each of the root 
words. The first one has been done for you. Be careful, if the  in the 
root word is stressed, you will need an extra  before you add the suffix!
