Week beginning 15th October away to Ellingham – To be re-arranged. ( School will transport to the event but children will need to be picked up from Ellingham. 4.30 p.m.)

 Home match - Wednesday  24th October  3.45p.m. kick off. Finish and pick up children by 4.30 p.m.

Home match against St Michael’s Wednesday 7th November 3.45p.m. kick off. Finish and pick up children by 4.30 p.m. to be confirmed

Home match Wednesday 6th March – against Shilbottle  3.45p.m. kick off. Finish and pick up children by 4.30 p.m. 

Away match  Wednesday 13th March  - Swansfield Park, Alnwick ( School will transport to the event but children will need to be picked up from  Swansfield. 4.30 p.m.)

We have also been approached by Glendale Middle School to have some friendly matches. I will let you know as soon as dates  arise.

I am able to use the Code of Conduct’s that were signed last year so do not need these sent out and signed again. However, you may wish to refresh yourselves with the documentation or have a new copy if your child was not at our school last season (copies available on the website or from myself).
